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Abstract

In the study of the continuity equation, a first step is to establish uniqueness of
solutions in a certain class. In the smooth setting the uniqueness holds, provided
one assigns the value of the solution on a suitable region of the boundary of the
domain. In our setting of low regularity, one needs to introduce a suitable notion
of boundary trace for the advecting vector field; this will lead to some connections
with other fields in analysis.
